Baerg, 31, and  Wetzel, 27, were with

Tom Herschmiller, 26, of Comox, 
B.C., and Barney Williams, 27, of 
Salt Spring Island, B.C., in coxless fours at 

the 2004 Summer Olympics in Athens.
After 500 metres in the 2,000-metre 

race, Great Britain was first, Canada 
second.  
After 1,000 metres, Great Britain and 

Canada were still 1-2. 
At 1,500 metres, Italy took the lead. 

Canada was second, Great Britain third. 
In the final 500 metres, the crews 

upped their stroke rate. Canada led 
by two feet, by three feet, by five feet. 
Great Britain, in a lane beside Canada, 
responded. 
Great Britain and Canada were even. 

Great Britain moved two feet ahead, 
three feet ahead. Canada surged.
The crowd of 11,000 at the Schinias 

Olympic Rowing and Canoeing Centre 
roared at the finish. Then silence. Offi-
cials reviewed the photo finish. 
Great Britain first, Canada second.
The silver by the men’s fours was Canada’s 

only medal in rowing at the 2004 Games.

Lee Fior played for the Adil-

In 1955, Fior’s seventh season with 

the team, she scored 26 points in 
two games as Adilman Aces beat 
Regina Westerns in the provincial 
senior final. Fior scored 22 points 
in two games against Winnipeg 
Dominos in the Western Canadian 
semifinal. Fior had 13 points in two 
games in the Western final in Cal-
gary against the Maxwells.

figure skatingNicole Watt’s schedule in 2000-01 was perforated more than a cheese grater.
A native of Melfort, she trained at the ACT Arena in Sutherland. 

She broke a thumb. 
One of her skates caught a rut in the ice at ACT. She fell and had concussion.
Because of juvenile rheumatoid arthritis, there was swelling in her joints.
As a figure skater, Watt needed speed, balance, agility, artistry.  She added a two-inch growth 

spurt to the mix. 
At the 2001 Canadian championships in the Winnipeg Arena, she gave a show for the ages.
Watt landed five triple jumps. Age 15, she finished second in the senior division, still the best 

result ever by a senior singles skater from Saskatchewan, male or female, in the 110-year his-
tory of the Canadian championships.
“It’s the performance she enjoys; it’s the response of the crowd,” *Dale Hazell, Watt’s 

coach  with the Saskatoon Figure Skating Club, said in an article in The StarPhoenix newspaper.  
“She skates for the moment, that moment when she can say ‘Yes! This is why I’m doing this.’
‘’When Nicole skates like that, it’s a celebration we all can enjoy.’’

Thanksgiving in 1982 was harvest weekend for the Sask-
atoon United soccer club.

For the first time in the 69-year history of the Canadian 
men’s club soccer club championship, a team from Saska-
toon reached the Challenge Trophy final.
Coach *Andy Sharpe’s side included 36-year-

old goalie Eddy Smith , defenders Ray Persaud , 
a native of Trinidad, and *Klaas Post , who is from 
Hollland, fullback *Huw Morris , who scored six goals 
in two games when United won the Saskatchewan Shield in 
1980, and speedy winger George McElwee . 
To qualify for nationals, United won the Saskatchewan 

Shield, an eight-team event in North Battleford. United de-
feating Regina Concordia 2-1 in the semifinal and Warman 
3-1 in the final.
Canada’s final four was at Fairview Field in Saskatoon. 
In a semifinal, Steve Otham scored with 10 minutes 

left to lift Saskatoon to a 1-0 win over Dartmouth United 
Olands.
In the final, Victoria West of B.C. defeated United 4-0.
“They are the best team in the country,” Sharpe said to a 

reporter from The StarPhoenix: “All we could do was play 
with heart and desire and blood and thunder against an out-
fit like that and it isn’t good enough.”

Volleyball is a vertical game.
In 1973, the University of Saskatchewan Huskiettes  

were fourth in the conference. Two years later, they were 
the towers of  power.
The 1975 Huskiettes with head coach *Mark Tennant 

went 15-0 in the regular season, defeated Alberta to win 
the West for the first time since 1957 and qualified for the 
Canadian university championship for the first time in team 
history.
The team featured middles Val Simonson of Bedford 

Road Collegiate and Marilyn Truscott of Aden Bow-
man Collegiate, both of them prospects with the Canadian 
national program, lefty Mary Moore from Speers/Haf-
ford, who came to the Huskiettes three years earlier with 
no experience but with guts and go-to-it became a starter, 
defensive dynamo Judy Hymers, and setters 
*Anne Woywitka and Dianne Poole.
The Huskiettes went 3-1 in the preliminary round robin 

at nationals in Quebec City, defeating New Brunswick 2-0, 
Western 2-0, and in a match against Winnipeg, rebounding  
from a 15-7 loss in the first game to defeat the Lady Wes-
men 19-17, 17-15. 
In the semifinal, the Huskiettes defeated Laval, a team that 

defeated Saskatchewan in prelims.
Western Mustangs defeated Saskatchewan 3-0 in the final.

is major league.
She went to the 1993 University 

Games in Buffalo, N.Y., with a goal 
of just making the final in long jump. 
Placing fourth in qualifying, she ad-
vanced to the final, held on a Thurs-
day in July at Buffalo Stadium. 
Imagine clearing more than 20 steps 

on a flight of stairs in a single stride. 
That’s the distance she reached in 
the final,  jumping a personal 
best 6.57 metres. Monar En-
weani’s silver medal was the 
best finish in track and field 
by any Canadian, male or fe-
male, in the 1993 Games.

* *The first Canada Games, in 
Quebec City in the winter 

of 1967, was show time for four 
gymnasts from Saskatoon.
 Jill Wood, 13, 

Anita Walecke, 14, 
Juliette Mayhew, 16, 
and *Patti Sebestyen, 17,  
finished second in the female team 
event, winning Saskatchewan’s only 
silver medal in the 13 sports con-
tested in the Games.
Woods’s mother received a 

phone call two days before 
the competition, hearing that 
*Glenna Sebestyen,
14, — Patti’s sister — was 

in hospital in Quebec City 
after surgery for appendicitis. She was asked if Jill could take Glen-
na’s place.
“My first plane ride,” said Jill.
*Chuck Sebestyen, who was Glenna and Patti’s father, and 

Gerry Wenzel,   both with the city fire department, sparked 
the growth of gymnastics in Saskatoon as coaches. If the girls weren’t 
training with Chuck and Gerry and the St. Joseph’s Gym Club at its 
Hall on Broadway, they were twisting and tumbling in the yard at 
Wenzel’s house a few blocks away.

Gary Stevenson , 18,  
was lead on *Bayne 

Secord’s rink from Saska-
toon Technical Collegiate at the 
Dominion High School curling 
championship in Sydney, N.S., in 
1955. Tied with Prince Edward 
Island for first place entering the 
final round, Secord beat Barry 
MacDonald of Charlotte-
town 12-5 for the Sifton Trophy.
Ten years later, Stevenson 

was the lead on  
Harold Worth Jr.’s 
rink from the Hub City 
Curling Club for the Mac-
donald Brier in 1965 
at the Saskatoon Arena.
When the week-long round robin entered the final day, it looked 

as if Worth and Terry Braunstein of Manitoba would tie for 
first, meaning a playoff to decide the title.
In the morning draw on the last day, Worth led Ronald Franklin 

of Nova Scotia 6-4 with two ends left. Franklin scored two in the 
11th and stole a single in the 12th to defeat Worth 7-6.
Worth, lead Stevenson, second Murray Armstrong and third 

Elmer MacNevin finished the Brier with an 8-2 record, second 
to Braunstein at 9-1. 
  

Hobb Wilson’s double-
header was one for the ages.

Wilson, a defenceman, was cap-
tain of the Saskatoon Quakers in 
1933 when they played the Monc-
ton Hawks in a best-of-three series 
in early spring in Vancouver for the 
Allan Cup as senior amateur hockey 
champions in Canada.
Moncton, the first team from the 

Maritimes in the Allan Cup, won 
Game 1 3-0. 
Game 2 drew a crowd of more 

than 9,500, the largest of the sea-
son in the Vancouver Arena. Monc-
ton won 2-0 for the title.
Wilson was coach of the Saska-

toon Wesleys in 1936 when they  
took the train to Toronto to play the West Toronto Nationals for 
the Memorial Cup  and the Canadian junior championship. 
Before the start of their series at Maple Leafs Gardens, the Wes-

leys bought standing-room-only tickets to see their first pro game, 
with Toronto playing the Detroit Red Wings in Game 3 in the Stan-
ley Cup final. Although Toronto won 4-3 on Buzz Boll’s goal 31 
seconds into overtime, Detroit won the best-of-five Stanley Cup 
series in four games. 
Toronto won the best-of-three Memorial Cup in two games, de-

feating the Wesleys 5-1 and 4-2. One of the officials in the Memo-
rial Cup series was Clarence Campbell, who went on to be 
president of the NHL.

ter. 
“I wasn’t even sure they’d let me com-

pete,” said Molle, who had to pass a 
physical. 
A 21-year-old student in psychology 

and kinesiology at Simon Fraser Univer-
sity, he majored in rehab. He swam. He 
rode  stationary bike.   
Molle pinned his first opponent in the 

Olympics, Mamadou Sakho of 
Senegal, two minutes into the match.
Molle pinned his second opponent, 

Koichi Ishimori of Japan, at 4:22.
Molle won his semifinal against Egypt’s 

Hassan El-Haddad by superior-
ity.
Molle, who continued to have numb-

ness in one of his legs following sur-
gery, had his nose bloodied in the first 
round of the final.  The match went the 
distance. Bruce Baumgartner of 
the United States won 10-2.
“I had worked for so long to get to the 

Olympics that’s all I could think about, 
getting in the Games and winning my 
medal,” Molle said in an article in The 
Vancouver Sun.

At 48 and competing in her ninth Paralympics since 1992 — three 

in the Summer Games and six in Winter — she won silver in 10-km cross-
country sit skiing at Whistler Olympic Park in B.C. 
Bourgonje, a native of Porcupine Plain with Métis heritage, was the first 

Canadian to win a Paralympic medal at home.
“I am still racing because I wanted to compete at a Paralympics in Cana-

da,” she told reporters.  “I’m very happy with the result. I fell on a downhill 
and I didn’t think I could pull it back.”
At the closing of the Vancouver Paralympics, Bourgonje received 

a Whang Youn Dai Achievement Award, a 75-gram medal of 
pure gold, from International Paralympic Committee president 
Sir Philip Craven. The medal is presented at the Games to one 
male and one female athlete who exemplify the spirit of the Paralympics.  
The medal is named in honour of Dr. Whang Youn Dai, who was 
diagnosed with polio at age 3 and went on be the first female 
physician in Korea.

Cross country in the long run is *Lyle Sanderson.
The inaugural Regina cross country meet was in 1958. Sanderson, a student in Re-

gina’s Luther College from his family’s cattle ranch in Piapot, finished second.
In his first year at the University of Saskatchewan in 1960, Sanderson competed in the 

Western Canadian Intercollegiate championships in Winnipeg. Saskatchewan and Alberta 
tied for first in the team event, but because Alberta’s fourth runner placed 10th and Sask-
atchewan’s 11th, the Golden Bears won the title. The Huskies finished second.
Sanderson’s second year as head coach of U of S cross country was 1966. For hill train-

ing, he had the Huskies run Devil’s Dip on campus near the river. For endurance, they ran 
to the Forestry Farm. 
The Huskies finished second at the 1966 university conference championships in Saska-

toon. Later that fall at the Canadian cross-country championships in Port Arthur, ON., the 
Huskies team finished second in juniors and second in seniors.
The big finish in 1966 was the Canadian university championships in Guelph. 

On a soggy trail, runners from the University of  Toronto went 1-2-3-4. 
Harold Amundson of the Huskies was fifth, first-year *Bill White 

seventh, *Dale Yellowlees 11th,  *Garth Hilderman 12th, 
*Rodger Williams 13th, *Ken Loewen 17th 

and Garry Hannigan 21st.

Carolyn McLure, the provincial long-drive champion from 
the Saskatoon Golf & Country Club in 1966, hit the sweet spot

In the Canadian women’s golf championship at the Brightwood Golf

finshed second in the inter-provincial event, its best finish than ever 
before.
Earlier that summer, McLure, a phys ed student at the University of 

Saskatchewan, was the only woman in  the provincial Tournament of 
Champions, finishing seventh in a 13-player field.
Also on Saskatchewan’s team at nationals was *Barb Turnbull 

of the Saskatoon Riverside Country Club,  Joanne Goulet of 
the Regina Golf Club and Betty Cole of the Regina Wacana Club.
As of 1966, Turnbull was in the provincial women’s match play final  

seven times in nine years, winning the title twice. She’d been making 
news in sports since the 1940s. She won a three-legged race with 
Frances Hagen at a picnic in ’42. She came within a left corner 
pin of rolling a perfect game as a bowler. She was one of the leading 
scorers on the basketball team at Tech that won the provincial high 
school title in 1952. 
Goulet was the youngest player at the Canadian golf championship in 

1951 at age 16.
Cole, who grew up in Edmonton, was the Canadian junior champion 

in 1956.

The Saskatchewan men’s volley-
ball team that won gold in the 1987 Canada Win-
ter Games in Cape Breton was recently enshrined 
in the Volleyball Sask Hall of Fame. *Tom Graham 
was Saskatchewan’s head coach.

Jim Shockey, a native of Saskatoon, is being in-

ducted into the Canadian Water Polo Hall of 
Fame. Shockey was on the Canadian national wa-
ter polo team for six years, finishing 14th at the 
world aquatics championships in 1978 in Germa-
ny and 14th in the 1982 worlds in Ecuador. In his

Shockey, an outfielder, was on the Saskatoon and 
District Senior Baseball League all-stars who played 
Satchel Paige’s touring team in Holiday Park in 
1963. Paige, a pitch-
er, won the Negro 
League World Se-
ries with the Kansas 
City Monarchs in 
1942 and the Major 
League  World Se-
ries with the Cleve-
land Indians in 1948 
. . . Alexander Dewar 
is now third all-time 
in regular season 
scoring with the 
Saskatchewan Hus-
kies basketball team 
with 1,538 points. 
Andrew Spagrud is 
first with 2,182 and 
Roger Ganes second 
with 1,707. Dewar 
played his fifth and 
final year of univer-
sity basketball this 
season. His grand-
father John Duncan 
Dewar wrote the 
book Basketball: 
Saskatchewan’s Story 1891-1989. His father 
John Michael Dewar wrote Saskatchewan Soccer: 
A History and played in the Canadian university 
basketball championship for the Huskies in 1982 
and 1986. His uncle *Dan Dewar was a defensive 
back on the first Huskies football team to win the 
Vanier Cup as Canadian champions, in 1990. His 
brother Addison Dewar played for the basketball 
Huskies from 2016-21 . . . *Dave McCullough of 
Saskatoon is the head coach of the Saskatchewan 
male softball team for the 2025 Canada Games 
in St. John, NL. McCullough was a coach on the 
Saskatchewan female team at the 2017 Games in 
Winnipeg, MB.
